The replacement of the County's load restricted and structurally deficient bridges has been a goal of 
the Highway Department for many years and has only been even more prominent during the 
pandemic. The need for services (emergency, health, public, etc.) to access these bridges and river 
crossings has increased with development. With more residents staying home and using online 
commercial services, the bridges continue to experience increased loads due to delivery truck 
crossings.

Replacement of structurally deficient and poorly rated bridges will allow for transportation needs to 
be met in different geographic regions of the County. The current bridges are nearing the end of 
their useful life and currently do not allow access for emergency, school, agricultural and public 
services. The replacement of these structures with those that meet current/future standards will 
ensure a successful project.

The purpose of this proposal is to add staff (four additional 
APAs, two additional legal assistants and one additional investigator) to the Christian 
County Prosecuting Attorney’s Office to timelier and more effectively make charging 
decisions and prosecute offenders.   
  
EXPECTED OUTCOMES: Once the existing backlog of referrals under review have 
been completed, then all property, DWI, and drug referrals will be reviewed within an 
average time of no more than 5 days of being referred to the CCPA Office. Victims 
would receive justice more quickly; it could be a deterrence for offenders committing 
future crimes thus will enhance community safety. 
 
ELIGIBILITY:  Page 12 of the Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Fund, 
Interim Final Rule: Frequently Asked Questions published in January 2022, Section 
2.19 states: During the COVID-19 public health emergency, many courts were unable to 
operate safely during the pandemic and, as a result, now face significant backlogs. 
Court backlogs resulting from inability of courts to safely operate during the COVID-19 
pandemic decreased the government’s ability to administer services. Therefore, steps to 
reduce these backlogs, such as implementing COVID-19 safety measures to facilitate 
court operations, hiring additional court staff or attorneys to increase speed of case 
resolution, and other expenses to expedite case resolution are eligible uses.

	Question2: The project will be to hire four additional assistant prosecuting attorneys, two additional legal assistants, and one additional investigator.  Due the the COVID-19 pandemic court dockets were not held and continued.  In addition jury trials were not held and continued.  While justice rarely comes as quickly as it should, the pandemic caused widespread delays in victims receiving justice.  While the pandemic and the Missouri Supreme Court's rules in response to the pandemic resulted in mass continuation of criminal court cases, crimes continued to be committed and criminal cases continued to be filed.  While there historically has been a backlog in the criminal justice system, the COVID-19 pandemic exacerbated the problem.
 
The addition of assistant prosecuting attorneys, legal assistants, and an investigator will allow for backlog of cases under review to be reviewed more quickly.  Further for cases that are pending to be  prosecuted more quickly.  It will allow assistant prosecuting attorneys and other staff to have more time to focus on trial preparation.  This should provide for victims and witnesses to have the pending criminal cases disposed more quickly.  For victims this could mean that restitution is paid sooner and/or the stress of the pending criminal case concludes sooner.  Timely and just outcomes for victims.  This impacts community safety by more quickly holding offenders accountable.  
 
The additional assistant prosecuting attorneys will be assigned to caseloads including DWI, drugs, and property.
 
The current caseloads as of 11/19/2021 for these caseloads:
 
DWI and other traffic related criminal offenses - cases under review are 97; open cases (including with an active warrant):  967. 
 
Drug related offenses - cases under review - 148; open cases (including with an active warrant) - 754.
 
Property offenses - cases under review - 161; open cases (including with an active warrant) is:  369
 
The above caseloads far exceed reasonable caseloads.  Currently there is one APA and one legal assistant assigned to each of the above caseloads.
 
For the three specified caseloads combined the average days from referral to issue between 12/1/2020 and 11/30/2021 was 47.67.  For the three specific caseloads combined that were disposed between 12/1/2020 and 11/30/2021 the average days from issue to disposition was 400.5.

One APA who will be responsible to review all DWI and other traffic related criminal offense and drug related cases under review.  To continue to be responsible to review and make charging decisions in DWI and other traffic related offenses.  This will remove that responsibility from the APAs assigned the drug and DWI and other traffic offense   Once backlog of referrals for these caseloads are current, this APA will continue to make timely review of referrals and can be placed on a rotating court assignment.
 
One APA to be assigned a DWI and other traffic related criminal offenses caseload.  This will split this caseload between two APAs.  This APA will have a regular court assignment.  This will allow both for a smaller caseload as well as allowing for more office time.  This will allow for more time to prepare cases for plea or trial. This will allow for quicker disposition of cases.
 
One APA to be assigned a drug caseload.  This will split this caseload between two APAs.  This APA will have a regular court assignment.  This will allow both for a smaller caseload as well as allowing for more office time.  This will allow for more time to prepare cases for plea or trial. This will allow for quicker disposition of cases.
 
One APA to be assigned to the property caseload.  This APA will first have the sole responsibility to review and make charging decisions in property cases as the other APA assigned to this caseload continues with regular case management including to review and charging of cases.  Once the cases under review are current, then this APA will take a regular court assignment.  The property caseload will be divided between the two APAs.  This will allow both for a smaller caseload as well as allowing for more office time.  This will allow for more time to prepare cases to for plea or trial. 	Question6: a.  The Christian County Auditor oversees the expenditure of county funds.  Any county funds that are expended go through a requisition process.  This requires first internal approval by the Prosecuting Attorney, then approval by County Auditor and then the County Commission delegated purchasing agent.  Each year Christian County has an external audit.  
 
b.  Any equipment purchased with ARPA funds will be have a sticker affixed identifying it was equipment purchased with ARPA funding.  There will be a spreadsheet maintained of each piece of equipment or supplies purchased with ARPA funding this will be maintained until the equipment/supplies are no longer used.  Once a piece of equipment/supplies are no longer being used the Auditor will be notified.  
 
Any requisition requests for which ARPA funds reimbursement will be requested will denote ARPA funds approved use.  The requisition process is the same as for all other county funds.  In addition, our office will maintain a monthly spreadsheet tracking and submitting requests for reimbursement on a monthly basis through the Auditor's Office.  These requests will include supporting documentation for the reimbursement requested.  The Auditor will grant or deny request based on sufficiency of documentation.  It would anticipated that the ARPA funds will be audited during the yearly external audit.
